Before entering Southern University, 
where he studied with famed clarinetist 
Alvin Batiste, Anderson met Wynton and 
Branford Marsalis. In 1988, he became a 
member of Wynton Marsalis’ Septet, 
with whom he toured and recorded for 
seven years. He has been a member of 
the Lincoln Center Jazz Orchestra 
since it began touring in 1992. “Warm-
daddy” Anderson is the associate  
professor of jazz studies at Michigan 
State University School of Music. 

It was during his time with Marsalis’ 
group that Anderson began to develop 
his own sound—a mix of traditional New 
Orleans jazz and a sweeping blues style 
similar to that of Cannonball Adderley. 
As a lead alto sax musician, Anderson 
has recorded and released three solo  
albums titled “Warmdaddy in the Gar-
den of Swing” (1994), “The Ways of 
Warmdaddy” (1996), and “Live at the 
Village Vanguard” (1999).
