During the festival, more than 125 authors will present their latest 
releases, discuss them with their fans and sign autographs. The book festival 
is free and open to the public. It all takes place in the heart of Baton Rouge 
at the State Library of Louisiana, the Louisiana State Capitol, the Louisiana 
State Museum and nearby locations. 

“The Louisiana Book Festival presents a unique opportunity for 
Louisiana visitors and residents to experience first-hand exceptional 
authors and the literary heritage of our state,” said Lt. Governor Mitch 
Landrieu, whose office oversees the State Library of Louisiana. “It is now 
more important than ever to celebrate what is unique about Louisiana. 
I am proud to champion this world-class celebration of writers and books 
and want everyone to enjoy what it has to offer.” 

The festival starts at 10 a.m. with a program in the Senate Chamber 
honoring William Joyce, recipient of the 2008 Louisiana Writer Award. 
Throughout the day, readings and discussions continue in the Senate and 
House Chambers and Committee Hearing Rooms.
